AKOAOUOEL TO KELHEVO TNG EVNHEPWONG OTA AYYALKA :
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Update on the forest fires, from the Spokesman of the Fire Department

Sunday,23 July 2023

Good evening from the Operations Center of the Hellenic Fire Service.

64 new forestfires have broken out today and firefighters across the state are managing a total
of 82 forestfires. At the same time, in the last 24 hours, 345 incidents involving fires and rescues
were dealt within urban areas of the country.

The fire that still concerns a large number of fire brigades is that of Rhodes. 266 firefighters
with 16 teams of handcrews and 55 vehicles are on the ground along with 10 aircraft and 5
helicopters operating from the air. In this battle, we are supported by all the co-competent
bodies, forces of the European Civil Protection Mechanism, forces that have been made
available through bilateral agreements, from the General Staff of National Defense with
handcrews and aerial vehicles, from the Local Self-Government but also from the numerous
Volunteer Groups that provide us with human resources as well as water and earthmoving
machinery.

Almost all of the open fires had flare-ups today. In some cases they created a large front of fire
that reached close to settlements, such as the one we had at noon very close to the Asklepiion
of Rhodes.

In Platanisto Karystos, today at noon, 3 different fire outbreaks occurred at the same time, of
which one outbreak has been controlled and in the other two, strong ground forces and 6
aircraft are operating from the air.

The fire has reached proportions and for this reason, about half an hour ago, a message was
issued by 112 to evacuate the settlements of Livadi, Potami, Pernaraki and Platanistos in the
direction of Karystos.

Despite the adverse conditions, strong forces, ground and air, continue to operate, in many
fires, the most serious of which have occurred in Yliki of Thebes, Metohi of Epidaurus, Dervenaki
of Achaia, Astakos of Messolonghi and Amygdalia of Volos. Difficult times are ahead of us.
Conditions remain extreme.

We appeal to citizens who are evacuating settlements.

For your own safety, in case you wish to return to your place of residence or accommodation,
you must be informed by the competent authorities. All Civil Protection forces remain on alert.
For any development there will be a newer update.
