Update on the forest fires, from the Spokesman of the Fire Department

Monday,24 July 2023

Good morning from the Hellenic Fire Service Operations Center.

All the forces of the Civil Protection operate continuously on all fronts of the fires.

In Rhodes, a major fire resurgence is currently underway near the settlement of Asklipieio, in a southerly
direction. Strong ground forces are fighting it. In addition 8 aircraft will periodically operate from the air
in the wider area of the fire, of which 2 from Tirkiye and 1 from Croatia, as well as 10 helicopters, of
which 3 from Egypt and 2 for their coordination.

In Corfu, the forest fire that broke out yesterday afternoon in the Lutses area reached large proportions,
threatening settlements on the north-eastern side of the island. With successive messages issued by
112, 17 settlements and 2,466 citizens were safely evacuated. Forces from the Hellenic Police, the
Regional Authorities of the lonian Islands and the Coast Guard as well as a ship from the Fire Brigade
assisted in the evacuation. It is worth noting that in Corfu, no damage to houses has been reported so
far.

Strong ground forces, reinforced by mainland Greece, are working to fight the fire. Since first light 4
aircraft and 3 helicopters are also working periodically.
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The fire that broke out at the southern end of Evia, near the settlement of Platanistos yesterday
afternoon, quickly spread with the help of strong winds, in low vegetation in the wider area. It quickly
spread, heading towards the settlements of Livadi, Potami, Pernaraki, Platanistos, Kastri and Platis
Gialos, which were evacuated after a message issued by 112. Strong ground forces are working to deal
with the fire, and 3 aircraft and 2 helicopters have been deployed from the air.

The forest fire that occurred yesterday, on the north-eastern side of the Regional Unit of Achaia near
the settlement of Dervenaki, spread further east towards the settlements of Bank and Kastro which
were evacuated after a message issued by 112.

Strong ground forces are working on the fire. The 3 helicopters and 4 aircraft which have been allocated
and have been operating periodically since first light, are facing difficulties in their approach to the fires
due to the smoke that has covered the area. At the moment though the situation has improved, and the
aerial vehicles carry out drops without any particular problems.

Conditions remain difficult. The attention of all of us is necessary.

Yesterday, investigative officers of the Megalopolis Fire Department arrested a man who set fire to crop
residues

The risk of fire is extreme in several regions of Greece for Monday as well.

All Civil Protection forces remain on alert. We call on all citizens to refrain from actions that may cause
a fire.
